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Burglary victims get more help 
Volunteers call weeks later to get new leads on crime

Phillip Loumakis was like a lot of other people who call the police to report a burglary. He didn't expect 

to get more than a police report and a wave goodbye. 

A few weeks ago he got a phone call from someone collaborating with the Gwinnett County Police 

Department who was following up on the break-in that had occurred several months earlier at Loumakis' 

Lawrenceville home. The caller asked Loumakis if he had any more information about the burglary. 

In fact, Loumakis had recently catalogued his DVD collection and made note of the missing items. He 

passed on the details to the caller, hoping that perhaps the DVDs would turn up in a local pawn shop or a 

suspect's home. 

"I was kind of surprised," Loumakis said. "I didn't think I was going to hear back." 

The concept of using citizen volunteers to contact burglary victims several weeks after the crime was the 

brainchild of Sgt. Billy Caughron, who supervises the Gwinnett County police burglary squad. 

Caughron got the idea a few months ago from a law enforcement magazine article about partnering with 

citizen volunteers to follow up on cases that had not been assigned for investigation. 

"We've routinely had people call us weeks later when they have noticed more stuff is missing," 

Caughron said. "A lot of people come up with more information on their cases and they don't know who 

to give it to." 

Caughron hopes the program will be a success both from a public perception standpoint and as a way to 

glean more leads for detectives. 

The more details police have about missing property and potential suspects, the higher the likelihood a 

burglary can be solved. And when you're living in a county with a police department that handles 4,500 

burglary reports a year, every little bit helps. 

Caughron leads a squad of eight Gwinnett police burglary detectives. He said that because manpower is 

limited, only about 700 of the 4,500 burglary reports they receive each year are assigned to a detective. 

"We can only assign so many, based on leads and solvability factors," Caughron said. 

Police tapped the Gwinnett Civilian Police Academy Alumni Association, an organization that acts as a 

support group for police, asking for volunteers to make phone calls to burglary victims. Eight people 

stepped forward and began making calls this fall, said John Clark, president of the Gwinnett CPAAA. 

The volunteers have so far contacted about five dozen burglary victims and generated three leads, 

according to Detective Roy Mangrum of the Gwinnett burglary squad. Volunteers say the response from 

victims has been overwhelmingly positive. 

"They are almost shocked the police are still trying to help them out," Clark said. "They are very 

appreciative."
